M. Steven FISH

Professor of Political Science, Department of Political Science, University of California-Berkeley, USA; a Visiting Professor of Political Science and Sociology, European University at St. Petersburg (St. Petersburg, Russia, 2000-01), and also a Faculty Member at Open Society Summer School in Social Science (Almaty, Kazakhstan, 1998, 2003, 2004);  the recipient of the Distinguished Social Sciences Teaching Award of the Colleges of Letters and Science, University of California-Berkeley (2005); served as a guest lecturer at many major universities, including the Moscow School of Social and Economic Sciences, the European University at St. Petersburg, and the Moscow State University; a member of the American Association for the Advancement of Slavic Studies, and also a member of editorial boards of Slavic Review. Prof. Fish is a comparative political scientist who studies democracy and regime change in developing and postcommunist countries, social movements and political parties, religion and politics, constitutional systems and political economy; has an extensive field research experience throughout the former Soviet Union and Eastern Europe; author of Democracy Derailed in Russia: The Failure of Open Politics (Cambridge, 2005), which was the recipient of the Best Book Award of 2006, presented by the Comparative Democratization Section of the American Political Science Association. Prof. Fish’s articles have appeared in World Politics, Comparative Political Studies, Journal of Democracy, Post-Soviet Affairs, and other journals. Professor of Russian and European Politics at the University of Kent and an Associate Fellow of the Russia and Eurasia Programme at the Royal Institute of International Affairs, Chatham House; one of the UK’s leading scholars of Russian politics and a noted expert in the field of Eastern European communist and post-communist politics; member of the Advisory Boards of the Institute of Low and Public Policy in Moscow, a member of the Eurasian Political Studies Networks, and a member of Valdai International Discussion Club. Prof. Sakwa has published extensively on Soviet, Russian and post-communist affairs. His books include: The Rise and Fall of the Soviet Union, 1917-1991 (1999); Postcommunism, (1999); Chechnya: From Past to Future (2005); Russian Politics and Society (4th edn 2008); Putin: Russia’s Choice (2nd edn 2008); The Quality of Freedom: Khodorkovsky, Putin and the Yukos Affair (2009). He has just published The Crisis of Russian Democracy: The Dual State, Factionalism, and the Medvedev Succession (2010). Current research interests include democratic development in Russia, nature of postcommunism and global challenges facing the former communist countries.

Professor of Philosophy and Sociology, Director of the Levada Center (Moscow) and Editor-in-chief of the journal Russian Public Opinion Herald, one of the leading Russian sociologists; participated in all research projects at VCIOM during the period when the Centre was administrated by Yuri Levada, such as ‘The Soviet Person from 1989 to 2003’; ‘Bureaucracy’; ‘Russian Nationalism’; ‘Results of a Year: The Society from 1989 to 2003’. 

Additionally he was a lecturer in sociology at the Russian State University for the Humanities and at the Department of Political Science at the Moscow Higher School of Social and Economic Sciences. Head of Department of Sociopolitical Researches at the Levada Center (Moscow). Additionally, he is a lecturer of sociology of culture at the Russian State University for the Humanities and the Moscow Higher School of Social and Economic Sciences; translator for English, French, Spanish, Latin American and Polish literature; winner of different awards for his essays and translations. Current research interests include sociology of culture and semantic formations, media politics and politics in media, the European, mainly Central and East-European, intellectual history of the 20th century, communicative systems and structures of collective identity, modern cultural life and mass media in Russia. Viktor P. MAKARENKO
Director of the Center of Political Conceptology (North Caucasus Research Institute of Economic and Social Problems, Southern Federal University). Professor of Political Science at Chair of Theoretical and Applied Political Science (Department of Sociology and Political Science, Southern Federal University); Editor-in-chief of The Political Conceptology: Journal of Metadisciplinary Research; Full Member of Academy of Political Science (Moscow) and of Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine (Kiev). Prof. Makarenko is noted Russian expert in the field of bureaucracy research and political theory; author of original concepts of bureaucracy and legitimacy. His books and papers on bureaucracy problems include: Vera, vlast’ i burokratiya: Kritika sociologii M. Vebera (Faith, Power and Bureaucracy: The Criticism of Max Weber’s Sociology (1988); Burokratiya i stalinizm (Bureaucracy and Stalinism) (1989); Makarenko V.P., Lubsky A.V. Legitimnost’ politicheskoy vlasti: metodologicheskie problemy I rossiyskie realii [Legitimacy of Political Power: Methodological Problems and Russian Realties]. Moscow, 1996; Russkaya vlast’: teoreticheskie i sociologicheskie problemy (Russian Power: Theoretical and Sociological Problems) (1998); Pravitel’stvo i burokratiya v sovremennoi Rossii (Government and Bureaucracy in Modern Russia) (1999); Politicheskaya burokratiya i narodnaya razvedka (Political Bureaucracy and the People's Intelligence Service) (2009). Prof. Makarenko is the developer of the ‘political conceptology’ as a new research direction in political science. His books on this subject include: Politicheskaya Konceptologiya: Obzor povestki dnya (Political Conceptology: A Survey of Agenda) (2005); Analiticheskaya politicheskaya filosofiya: ocherki politicheskoi konceptologii (Analytical Political Philosophy: Essays of Political Conceptology) (2002).  Prof. Makarenko was a Visiting Professor of History of Philosophy at Maria Skłodowska-Curie University (Poland, 1988 - 1989) and Zheshav University (Poland, 1997-1999): a member of the Editorial Board of Sofia, the International Journal of philosophers from Slavic countries (since 2000, Poland); translated to Russian several texts of Polish political scientists (A. Andrusevich, A. Grzegorczyk, Ya. Stanishkis, and others). Current research interests include theory of bureaucracy; political conceptology; theoretical and sociological problems of “Russian Power”; the main ideologies of the present; theory of political legitimacy; Stalinism and post-communism.
